While
in Washington, friends saw the wee ones and
were instantly in love. As the kittens were too
young to be released for adoption, they came
back with Palomino. When they were old
enough to be on their own, their adoptors made
the trip from Washington to return them to
their forever home.

Two kittens got “another chance” because Ally
perservered in getting them rescued. Ally, you
are an inspiration and an example of tenacity. And now you have a new
title: “Rescuer.”
